A Teacher’s View  
Currently in English Language Arts we are studying a myriad of issues. In Literature, eighth grade is reading Frankenstein by Mary Shelley (the original 1818 text); sixth and seventh grade are both studying poetry. In English we have spent the last few weeks discussing the many issues that arise with verbs. 

Eighth grade has been very busy challenging themselves with an advanced level writing assignment. Their essay topics range from the common misconceptions of the novel Frankenstein, to a discussion on the level of danger the knowledge in the novel represents.
